Scottish Index of Multiple Deprivation 2009: Consultation on Outputs 

INTRODUCTION
This paper will explore the range of outputs currently being considered for publication as part of SIMD 2009.  Some of these outputs will be published as part of the official National Statistics release in October and some additional analysis could potentially be published in the following weeks and months.  An initial consultation carried out by the Office of the Chief Statistician (OCS) has confirmed that there is still a demand for the complete range of outputs which were published as part of the SIMD 2006.  Some new outputs have been suggested by the Measuring Deprivation Advisory Group (MDAG) and these have been worked up into examples by OCS - these ideas are showcased in this paper.  We would welcome further input into this process from ScotStat members and we intend to discuss further at the next MDAG meeting on June 5th.  
UPDATE OF SIMD 2006 PUBLICATION
The SIMD outputs published in 2006 can be found on the main SIMD website through the following link http://www.scotland.gov.uk/Topics/Statistics/SIMD/.  A summary is outlined below and it is intended that all of this be updated for SIMD 2009.
· General Report (including some hardcopies)

· Guidance Leaflet

· Statistical Compendium

· Technical Report

· Interactive Mapping (possible new and improved software)

· Data Sources and Suitability
The data used to construct the SIMD domains and overall SIMD, including: ranks and scores for each domain along with relevant population denominators can be found on the Data and Analysis section.  The data behind the indicators have been published where possible, subject to confidentiality constraints, along with commonly requested analyses including: tables, charts and maps analysing the SIMD 2006 and change since SIMD 2004. These can be downloaded as excel files:  

· Overall SIMD 2006 - analysis at data zone and local authority level, including: share of the 5, 10, 15 and 20% most deprived in the overall SIMD 2004 and SIMD 2006; 

· SIMD 2006 individual domains - a compilation of analysis of individual SIMD domains, including: the share of the 5, 10, 15 and 20% most deprived by local authority and urban rural classification;
· Analysis by Scottish Parliamentary Constituencies - analysis by Scottish Parliamentary Constituency, including: share of the 5, 10, 15 and 20% most deprived in the overall SIMD 2006 and counts of the number of individuals considered to be income or employment deprived.
· Analysis using Maps - SIMD maps including: maps for each local authority, showing which areas have moved into, out from, or remained in the 15% most deprived between the SIMD 2004 and SIMD 2006.

Most our analysis of change will be focussed on SIMD 2006 to SIMD 2009 as there will be much less direct comparability when considering change from SIMD 2004 to SIMD 2009.  

An alternative style of General Report, similar to that used for the Welsh IMD, is shown in Appendix A of this paper.   The most viewed pages of the current SIMD website are listed in Appendix B along with the number of hits each page received over a six month period. 


POSSIBLE NEW ANALYSIS FOR SIMD 2009
The following analysis would be in addition to that produced for SIMD 2006 and it follows on from some ideas put forward by the MDAG group.  It is intended that some of this would be published alongside the main publication.  However due to time and resource constraints some of it may be published in the weeks and months following the official National Statistics publication.  

We welcome your comments on the following examples, which are for illustrative purposes only and do not reflect the actual data to be published in SIMD 2009.   It would also be helpful if you could indicate whether the particular graphic or analysis should be considered high, medium or low priority.
1. WHOLE SIMD ANALYSIS
1.1. Interquartile Range of Ranks by SIMD
The below chart shows the interquartile range of each local authority’s SIMD ranks.  The interquartile range in this instance shows the spread of the middle 50% of data zone ranks.     

For example, in LA1 the data zone one quarter of the way from most to least deprived is ranked 334 and the data zone three quarters of the way up is 3,161.  The median ranking in this local authority is 1,068.  These three key statistics are represented by the first vertical line and pink central marker in the graph.  The further to the right of this chart a local authority’s line appears the less deprived that authority will be.  The longer the line the greater the difference there is between the first and third quartiles.  The interquartile range is preferable to the overall range as this will remove the effect of outliers.
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1.2. Change in National Share of Data Zones in the 15% most deprived over time.  
The below chart could be used to illustrate which local authorities had more or fewer data zones in the 15% most deprived in the 2009 SIMD than they did in 2006 and 2004.  This chart can be used to monitor change over time.  Considered alongside funding figures it could also indicate the impact the funding from the Fairer Scotland Fund (and its predecessors) has had on the more deprived Local Authorities.  
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1.3. Change in Local Share of Data Zones in the 15% most deprived over time.  
The below chart could show which local authorities have a lower percentage of their data zones in Scotland’s 15% most deprived in the 2009 SIMD than they did in 2006 and 2004.  The denominator here would be the total number of data zones in the LA.

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1.4. Number of Data Zones that have changed deprivation percent banding between SIMD 2006 and SIMD 2009

The diagonal in bold shows the data zones that have not changed since SIMD 2006.  Looking to the left of the diagonal shows the data zones that have changed to a more deprived group in SIMD 2009.  Looking to the right of the diagonal shows those that have moved to a less deprived group.  The further right or down the less deprived the group.

We could consider developing an interactive feature where user selects their own parameters e.g. domain and the width of the percentage bands.


2. INDIVIDUAL DOMAIN ANALYSIS
2.1. Interquartile range charts for Domains

Interquartile range charts can be adopted when looking at domains within individual Local Authorities.  The next chart shows which domains a local authority is experiencing most deprivation in relative to other authorities.  It should be noted that the domains have different weights e.g. the housing domain has a far smaller impact on the overall SIMD score than the income domain has.  
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2.2. Distribution of Data Zones by Decile
The chart below could show the distribution of data zones in a local authority across SIMD deciles for each local authority.  For example the below local authority has relatively low levels of deprivation, with around a quarter of its data zones in the least deprived decile.  The chart also shows how the distribution has changed from the previous SIMD and the 2009 figure could be added.
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The above type of analysis can be produced for the SIMD as a whole or for individual domains.  

2.3. Cross Tabulations of Domains v Overall SIMD
The below table shows how individual domains can be tabulated against the Overall SIMD (or against each other) in order to identify data zones which are more deprived in some domains than others.
In this example the diagonal line shows data zones which fall within the same vigintile for both the overall SIMD and Health domain.  Those above the diagonal centre line are data zones which are more deprived for Health than they are in the Overall SIMD.  And those below the diagonal line are those which have more overall deprivation than health deprivation.  This tabulation can be done for all of the domains against the overall SIMD, or for all of the domains against each other.  Those scores furthest away from the diagonal represent the biggest outliers.

If this is useful analysis we will explore ways to present this table more effectively in a graphical format.

This could be produced for each of the local authorities and for different percentage band widths.  It may also be able to create in a pivot table style where the user can choose their own parameters.

3. WITHIN DOMAIN ANALYSIS

3.1. Percentage of population experiencing deprivation, by vigintile

The below chart shows the percentage of people who are ‘employment deprived’ in each SIMD vigintile.  The income and employment domains allow for the numbers deprived to be presented as a percentage of the population and working age population respectively.  In domains, such as employment, that have had a consistent definition we can look at comparisons over time.  The chart shows that in the authority shown there is a lower percentage of deprived people in each vigintile in 2009 than there was in the previous two SIMDs.  
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We could explore interactive features where user can select LA and years of interest, along with whether they are interested in quintiles, deciles and vigintiles etc

3.2. Change in numbers deprived over time

The below chart would show how the percentage of the working age population in a local authority who are employment deprived has changed over the 3 SIMDs.  However one issue with this presentation is that there will only be 3 data points in the series and the SIMD 2009 uses data at 2008 - therefore the full effects of the economic downturn wont be fully represented.

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An alternative would be to present the latest available and published data from DWP and the ONS.  The below chart shows the ONS unemployment claimant count data by the 15% most deprived data zones from the 2009 SIMD - this shows a 4-5 year trend with figures published every month - can be seasonally adjusted.

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The above chart could be produced for individual local authorities as well as at national level.
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The above chart shows how the gap (claimant count) between the ‘15% most deprived’ and the rest of Scotland has changed over time.  This could be used to highlight how an economic downturn affects deprived areas in comparison to the rest of the country.  This chart could also be produced at local authority level.


3.3. Change in Caseloads Over Time

There are other SIMD indicators which we can use to show progress over time.  For example the Comparative Illness Factor (CIF) indicator can show change in caseloads who are claiming disability benefits.  This indicator is a combination of the Disability Living Allowance (DLA), Attendance Allowance (AA), Incapacity Benefit (IB) and Severe Disability Allowance (SDA).  

The below chart shows how the caseload in the 15% most deprived data zones has been changing compared to the other 85% of data zones.  
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4. NATIONAL AND LOCAL INDICATORS
4.1. National Indicators by SIMD 2009 results.  
This analysis would cover the 45 national indicators where there is a local breakdown available and where is it sensible to compare areas of deprivation against areas that are not deprived.  
This data could potentially be presented online as pivot table charts where the user could select their own parameters e.g. the Local Authority, National Indicator and year(s) of interest.   An example of this is shown below, showing how smoking prevalence has changed over time in deprived areas compared to non-deprived areas within a local authority.

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4.2. SOAs Used Locally
In addition to presenting the National Indicators by SIMD, there would be scope to produce analysis for indicators which are commonly used in SOAs by a number of Local Authorities.  Office of the Chief Statistician are compiling a list of those SOA indicators that are most commonly used.  


5. GIS MAPPING
Mapping is an effective way to present the data at small area level.  OCS are currently exploring new mapping software options which will make the interactive mapping section of the SIMD website more user friendly.
As with 2006, OCS intend to produce maps of Scotland showing pockets of deprivation for each of the domains.
There will also be maps of individual local authorities identifying pockets of deprivation at this level.  These could take the form of national and local share.  

· Maps of each LA showing which of their data zones are in the most deprived 15% nationally. 

· Maps of each LA showing deprivation quintiles within the authority e.g. with colour scheme split most to least deprived e.g. quintiles

This could be done for viginties (5% band widths) and deciles (10% band widths)

It could also be produced for the overall SIMD and for each domain.  

· Maps of change from 2004 to 2006 to 2009.

It might be possible to develop an interactive mapping facility where the user could select their own parameters e.g. their LA, whether they want National or Local share, whether they want quintiles or deciles etc.  This could then run for the user automatically and be printable.  

6. SOCIAL FOCUS ON DEPRIVED AREAS 
We would also like to obtain your views on whether it would be valuable to update sections of the ‘Social Focus on Deprived Areas’ publication - it was last published in 2005 http://www.scotland.gov.uk/Publications/2005/09/2792129/21311.  We would like to get a feel for which sections are still relevant and valuable, along with a list of priorities.  Due to a limit on our resources any updates to these statistics would be likely to take place in the weeks after publication of the SIMD 2009 in October.

Appendix A – Mock up of Summary Reports (Based on the Wales IMD)
This is an example of the sort of a summary information note we could produce from the SIMD and is based on the Welsh general report.

Glasgow (33.8%), North Lanarkshire (8.6%) and Edinburgh (6.5%) contained the highest percentage of the datazones in the 15% most deprived in Scotland.

Glasgow (47.6%), Inverclyde (38.2%) and Dundee (29.6%) had the highest percentage of their datazones in the 15% most deprived in Scotland.

SIMD Ranks

In order to derive the overall SIMD rank the rank from each domain is standardised and transformed to an exponential distribution. These values are then combined using the weights below which were based on worked done by Oxford University.

Indicators

The indicators used for the health domain were:

· Standardised Mortality Ratio

· Hospital Episodes Related to alcohol use

· Hospital Episodes Related to Drug Use

· Comparative Illness Factor

· Emergency Admissions to Hospital

· Proportion of population being prescribed drugs for anxiety, depression or psychosis.

· Proportion of live singleton births of low birth weight.

Local Authority Results

There are 976 datazones in the most deprived 15% in Scotland for all deprivation measures.

Glasgow (34.8%), North Lanarkshire (9.8%) and South Lanarkshire (6.7%) contained the highest percentage of the datazones in the 15% most deprived in Scotland in relation to health.

Glasgow (49%), Inverclyde (39%) and Dundee (24%) had the highest percentage of their datazones in the 15% most deprived in Scotland in relation to health.

Domain Scores and Rankings

The domain scores for the health domain were derived by ranking the indicators, transforming them to a normal distribution and then combining them using weights generated by factor analysis. Each domain score is then ranked to create the domain rank.

The following table gives (for the 15% most deprived datazones) the:

· Datazone code

· Local Authority Code

· Rank for the health domain

· Domain score for the health domain
The highest ranked datazones (ranked closest to 1) are the most deprived.

Higher scores equal more deprivation.
Aberdeen City
The SIMD is designed to identify areas of high concentrations of multiple deprivation. As a result of this many of the areas identified in SIMD 2009 as multiply deprived will be the same as those identified in 2006 and 2004. 

Any changes in areas that are identified as multiply deprived will be due to a number of factors – actual change in an area over time as well as improvements to how deprivation is measured  contribute to these changes. 
It is also important to note that because the SIMD ranks are relative (i.e. dependant on each other) an improvement in one datazone will cause others to be pushed down the rankings even if no actual change has occurred in those areas.  

SIMD 2006

In SIMD 2006 27 of Aberdeen City’s 267 datazones were in the 15% most deprived in Scotland. This means that just over 10% of Aberdeen City’s population live in areas that are classed as multiply deprived.
