	Concepts and Definitions
	The education domain includes indicators that measure both outcomes of education deprivation, such as lack of qualifications in children and adults, and causes of education deprivation such as absenteeism and lack of progression to further and higher education. 



	Geographic Referencing
	Absences and pupil performance - pupil home post code is one of the indicators collected for each pupil in the annual school census. Data used in the formulation of this indicator do not include pupils with a missing or invalid postcode.
Working age people with no qualifications - No geo-referencing issues
Entrants to higher education - Not every postcode could be matched however 99% of Scottish records had a valid postcode.
People aged 16-19 not in full time education - Data zones are derived from pupil’s home post codes.


	Relevance
	The SIMD is the Scottish Government’s tool for identifying small area concentrations of multiple deprivation across all of Scotland and is relevant to  policies aimed at tackling the causes and effects of multiple deprivation.  The education domain contributes to the overall index and had a weighting of 14 per cent of the total indicator in the SIMD 2012.  

Key indicator used to monitor:

· This indicator is useful for SOAs as it can be used to identify small area concentrations of education deprivation within a local authority, and it can also indicate how education deprived the LA is as a whole.

· This indicator is used in the National Performance Framework in context of the Strategic Objective ‘we have tackled the significant inequalities in Scottish society’   It underpins many of the National Indicators but is not one in its own right and therefore does not have a Scotland Performs arrow.

This has a negligible effect on the overall trends, but ensures that the confidentiality of individual records are maintained.

· Unadjusted data were used in the calculation of the SIMD.

Working age people with no qualifications: There has been no disclosure control applied to this indicator
Entrants to higher education: Values of greater than 97% have been suppressed with an asterisk (*) and values of less than 5% have been left blank.
People aged 16-19 not in full time education Counts have been adjusted using probabilistic rounding to base 5.  Any counts that are shown as zero may not be a real zero. Unrounded data used in calculation of indicator.
