Aberdeenshire

NATIONAL LEVEL
· In SIMD 2009, 1 (0.3%) of the 325 datazones in the 5% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Aberdeenshire, compared to 2 (0.6%) in 2006 and 0 (0%) in 2004.
· In SIMD 2009, 4 (0.4%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Aberdeenshire, compared to 6 (0.6%) in 2006 and 2 (0.2%) in 2004.
· Since SIMD 2006, Aberdeenshire has seen 2 datazones move out of the 15% most deprived in Scotland on the overall SIMD. All 4 datazones that are now in Scotland’s 15% most deprived on the overall SIMD 2009 were also in Scotland’s 15% most deprived in SIMD 2006.

LOCAL LEVEL
· In SIMD 2009, 1 (0.3%) of Aberdeenshire’s 301 datazones were found in the 5% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 2 (0.7%) in 2006 and 0 (0%) in 2004.
· In SIMD 2009, 4 (1.3%) of Aberdeenshire’s 301 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 6 (2%) in 2006 and 2 (0.7%) in 2004.
· Of the 15 datazones that were in the 5% most locally deprived within Aberdeenshire in SIMD 2006, all but three remained there in SIMD 2009. Datazones S01000532 (in Banff), S01000546 (in Macduff) and S01000556 (in Fraserburgh) moved out of the 5% most locally deprived, and S01000460 (in Huntly), S0100539 (in Banff) and S01000483 (in Peterhead) moved in.
· The larger datazones that are more rural and more sparsely populated tend to be in the 81-100% banding of local deprivation.

OVERALL

· The most deprived datazone on the overall SIMD 2009 in Aberdeenshire is S01000486 with a rank of 304. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Peterhead Harbour, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Banff and Buchan.

· As well as being the most deprived datazone on the overall SIMD 2009, S01000486 is the most deprived datazone on 3 of the 7 SIMD domains: income; employment; and crime.
· As can be seen from its decile graph, only 4% of Aberdeenshire’s datazones are found in the 30% most deprived datazones in Scotland on the overall SIMD 2009. In fact, over half (57%) of Aberdeenshire’s datazones are in the 30% least deprived datazones in Scotland on the overall SIMD 2009.
· In Aberdeenshire, the datazones in the 20% most deprived on the overall SIMD 2009 are found in Fraserburgh and Peterhead.

INCOME

· On the income domain in SIMD 2009, 2 (0.2%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Aberdeenshire, compared to 4 (0.4%) in 2006 and 3 (0.3%) in 2004. 
· On the income domain in SIMD 2009, 2 (0.7%) of Aberdeenshire’s 301 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 4 (1.3%) in 2006 and 3 (1%) in 2004. 
· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 income domain in Aberdeenshire is S01000486 with a rank of 513. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Peterhead Harbour, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Banff and Buchan.

· The most income deprived datazones in Aberdeenshire are found in Fraserburgh and Peterhead.

EMPLOYMENT

· On the employment domain in SIMD 2009, 4 (0.4%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Aberdeenshire, compared to 6 (0.6%) in 2006 and 2 (0.2%) in 2004.

· On the employment domain in SIMD 2009, 4 (1.3%) of Aberdeenshire’s 301 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 6 (2%) in 2006 and 2 (0.7%) in 2004.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 employment domain in Aberdeenshire is S01000486 with a rank of 177. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Peterhead Harbour, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Banff and Buchan.

· Aberdeenshire has the smallest percentage of its working age population employment deprived at 6%.
· Aberdeenshire has the least amount of employment deprived people at 6% (9,095 people of 148,042 working age people).
· Employment deprived datazones in Aberdeenshire are few and far between, found in Banff, Fraserburgh and Peterhead. The ones in Peterhead are the worst affected (see employment deprivation map).

HEALTH

· On the health domain in SIMD 2009, 3 (0.3%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Aberdeenshire, compared to 5 (0.5%) in 2006 and 2 (0.2%) in 2004.

· On the health domain in SIMD 2009, 3 (1%) of Aberdeenshire’s 301 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 5 (1.7%) in 2006 and 2 (0.7%) in 2004.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 health domain in Aberdeenshire is S01000564 with a rank of 304. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Fraserburgh Harbour and Broadsea, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Banff and Buchan.

EDUCATION

· On the education domain in SIMD 2009, 6 (0.6%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Aberdeenshire, compared to 5 (0.5%) in 2006 and 3 (0.3%) in 2004.

· On the education domain in SIMD 2009, 6 (2%) of Aberdeenshire’s 301 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 5 (1.7%) in 2006 and 3 (1%) in 2004.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 education domain in Aberdeenshire is S01000491 with a rank of 215. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Peterhead Harbour, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Banff and Buchan.
· The most deprived datazones on the education domain are clustered in the urban areas of Fraserburgh and Peterhead with both areas having datazones in the 10% most deprived in Scotland.

HOUSING

· On the housing domain in SIMD 2009, Aberdeenshire had no datazones in the 15% most deprived.
· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 housing domain in Aberdeenshire is S01000482 with a rank of 1382. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Peterhead Harbour, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Banff and Buchan.

ACCESS

· On the access domain in SIMD 2009, 124 (12.7%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Aberdeenshire, compared to 128 (13.1%) in 2006 and 116 (11.9%) in 2004.

· On the access domain in SIMD 2009, 124 (41.2%) of Aberdeenshire’s 301 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 128 (42.5%) in 2006 and 116 (38.5%) in 2004.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 access domain in Aberdeenshire is S01000302 with a rank of 24. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Aboyne and South Deeside, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of West Aberdeenshire and Kincardine.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 public transport sub-domain in Aberdeenshire is S01000302 with a rank of 2. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Aboyne and South Deeside, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of West Aberdeenshire and Kincardine.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 drive time sub-domain in Aberdeenshire is S01000302 with a rank of 55. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Aboyne and South Deeside, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of West Aberdeenshire and Kincardine.

· The most deprived datazone, S01000302, on the access domain in SIMD 2009 is also most deprived on both sub-domains of the access domain.

CRIME

· On the crime domain in SIMD 2009, 13 (1.3%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Aberdeenshire, compared to 12 (1.2%) in 2006.
· On the crime domain in SIMD 2009, 13 (4.3%) of Aberdeenshire’s 301 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 12 (4%) in 2006.
· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 crime domain in Aberdeenshire is S01000486 with a rank of 23. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Peterhead Harbour, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Banff and Buchan.
