Argyll & Bute


NATIONAL LEVEL
· In SIMD 2009, 2 (0.6%) of the 325 datazones in the 5% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Argyll & Bute, compared to 2 (0.6%) in 2006 and 0 (0%) in 2004.
· In SIMD 2009, 10 (1%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Argyll & Bute, compared to 10 (1%) in 2006 and 9 (0.9%) in 2004.
· Of the 10 datazones in Argyll & Bute that were in Scotland’s 15% most deprived on the overall SIMD 2006, all have remained there in SIMD 2009, with no datazones moving out of or into to 15% most deprived.

LOCAL LEVEL
· In SIMD 2009, 2 (1.6%) of Argyll & Bute’s 122 datazones were found in the 5% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 2 (1.6%) in 2006 and 0 (0%) in 2004.
· In SIMD 2009, 10 (8.2%) of Argyll & Bute’s 122 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 10 (8.2%) in 2006 and 9 (7.4%) in 2004.
· Of the 6 datazones in the 5% most locally deprived in Argyll & Bute in SIMD 2006, all have remained there in SIMD 2009.

OVERALL

· The most deprived datazone on the overall SIMD 2009 in Argyll & Bute is S01000767 with a rank of 115. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Helensburgh East, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Dumbarton.
· Argyll & Bute is quite an “average” Local Authority with two thirds (66%) of its SIMD 2009 datazone ranks found in deciles 4 to 7.

· This Local Authority has less deprived medians on the income, employment, health, education and crime domains compared to the overall domain.

· Datazones that are in Scotland’s 20% most deprived on the overall SIMD 2009 are found mainly in Dunoon, Helensburgh, Cambletown and Rothesay. 
· Eighty-three per cent of Argyll & Bute datazones are out with the 30% most deprived on the SIMD 2009, however there are still deprived datazones in the Local Authority.


INCOME

· On the income domain in SIMD 2009, 9 (0.9%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Argyll & Bute, compared to 10 (1%) in 2006 and 10 (1%) in 2004
· On the income domain in SIMD 2009, 9 (7.4%) of Argyll & Bute’s 122 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 10 (8.2%) in 2006 and 10 (8.2%) in 2004.
· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 employment domain in Argyll & Bute is S01000767 with a rank of 64. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Helensburgh East, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Dumbarton.
· The distribution of the ranks on the income domain have remained reasonably steady since SIMD 2004.

· Datazones that are in Scotland’s 20% most income deprived are found in Dunoon, Helensburgh, Rothesay, Cambeltown and Oban. 

EMPLOYMENT

· On the employment domain in SIMD 2009, 9 (0.9%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Argyll & Bute, compared to 9 (0.9%) in 2006 and 9 (0.9%) in 2004.

· On the employment domain in SIMD 2009, 9 (7.4%) of Argyll & Bute’s 122 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 9 (7.4%) in 2006 and 9 (7.4%) in 2004.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 employment domain in Argyll & Bute is S01000767 with a rank of 64. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Helensburgh East, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Dumbarton.
· The distribution of the ranks on the employment domain have remained reasonably steady since SIMD 2004.

· Datazones that are in Scotland’s 20% most employment deprived are found in Dunoon, Helensburgh and Rothesay. These have remained the same since SIMD 2006 (see employment deprivation and employment change maps).

HEALTH

· On the health domain in SIMD 2009, 9 (0.9%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Argyll & Bute, compared to 8 (0.8%) in 2006 and 16 (1.6%) in 2004.

· On the health domain in SIMD 2009, 9 (7.4%) of Argyll & Bute’s 122 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 8 (6.6%) in 2006 and 16 (13.1%) in 2004.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 health domain in Argyll & Bute is S01000767 with a rank of 86. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Helensburgh East, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Dumbarton.
· Since SIMD 2004, the datazone ranks on the health domain in this Local Authority  have seen a gradual shift towards the least deprived rank - an improvement in its SIMD rankings on the health domain, with the median shifting from 3,309 to 3,804.

EDUCATION

· On the education domain in SIMD 2009, 4 (0.4%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Argyll & Bute, compared to 2 (0.2%) in 2006 and 0 (0%) in 2004.

· On the education domain in SIMD 2009, 4 (3.3%) of Argyll & Bute’s 122 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 2 (1.6%) in 2006 and 0 (0%) in 2004.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 education domain in Argyll & Bute is S01000732 with a rank of 552. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Rothesay Town, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Argyll and Bute.
· Since SIMD 2004, the datazone ranks on the education domain in this Local Authority  have seen a gradual shift towards the most deprived rank – a worsening in its SIMD rankings on the education domain, with the median shifting from 4,323 to 4,003.

HOUSING

· On the housing domain in SIMD 2009, 7 (0.7%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Argyll & Bute.
· On the housing domain in SIMD 2009, 7 (5.7%) of Argyll & Bute’s 122 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 housing domain in Argyll & Bute is S01000769 with a rank of 655. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Helensburgh Centre, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Dumbarton.

ACCESS

· On the access domain in SIMD 2009, 69 (7.1%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Argyll & Bute, compared to 52 (5.3%) in 2006 and 46 (4.7%) in 2004.

· On the access domain in SIMD 2009, 69 (56.6%) of Argyll & Bute’s 122 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 52 (42.6%) in 2006 and 46 (37.7%) in 2004.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 access domain in Argyll & Bute is S01000820 with a rank of 3. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Mull, Iona, Coll and Tiree, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Argyll and Bute.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 public transport sub-domain in Argyll & Bute is S01000820 with a rank of 16. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Mull, Iona, Coll and Tiree, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Argyll and Bute.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 drive time sub-domain in Argyll & Bute is S01000820 with a rank of 1. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Mull, Iona, Coll and Tiree, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Argyll and Bute.
· The most deprived datazone on the access domain, S01000820, is also the most deprived of both sub-domains of the access domain.
· Over half of Argyll and Bute is access deprived in SIMD 2009.

· Argyll and Bute had relatively low drive times (a couple of minutes) but due to other areas having slightly quicker times, areas in this local authority have been pushed into the 15% most access deprived.

· Argyll and Bute saw the numbers of access deprived datazones increasing as it has large proportions of datazones in the 15% most deprived on the drive time sub-domain.  Analysis of the data shows that for a large number of these datazones, the actual drive times are relatively low (a couple of minutes) but due to other areas having slightly quicker times, these areas are pushed into the 15% most deprived.
· Over three quarters (75%) of the datazones in Argyll & Bute are in the 15% most access deprived in Scotland.

CRIME

· On the crime domain in SIMD 2009, 15 (1.5%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Argyll & Bute, compared to 13 (1.3%) in 2006.

· On the crime domain in SIMD 2009, 15 (12.3%) of Argyll & Bute’s 122 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 13 (10.7%) in 2006.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 crime domain in Argyll & Bute is S01000716 with a rank of 92. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Campbeltown, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Argyll and Bute.
· The most deprived areas in the SIMD 2009 crime domain are predominantly grouped together in urban, more densely populated areas.  The large rural datazone on the edge of Helensburgh includes the main route along Loch Lomond and several tourist and holiday destinations which will mean large influxes of people throughout the year compared to the resident population, and this could affect the datazone’s SIMD crime rank.
