Clackmannanshire

NATIONAL SHARE

· In SIMD 2009, 2 (0.6%) of the 325 datazones in the 5% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Clackmannanshire, compared to 2 (0.6%) in 2006 and 2 (0.6%) in 2004.
· In SIMD 2009, 12 (1.2%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Clackmannanshire, compared to 15 (1.5%) in 2006 and 10 (1%) in 2004.
· Of the datazones in the 20% most deprived on the overall SIMD 2006, all but one remain there in SIMD 2009. S01000865 (Sauchie) is the datazone that moved out of the 20% most deprived.

LOCAL SHARE
· In SIMD 2009, 2 (3.1%) of Clackmannanshire’s 64 datazones were found in the 5% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 2 (3.1%) in 2006 and 2 (3.1%) in 2004.
· In SIMD 2009, 12 (18.8%) of Clackmannanshire’s 64 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 15 (23.4%) in 2006 and 10 (15.6%) in 2004.
· All except one of the 10 datazones in the 15% most locally deprived in the SIMD 2006 in Clackmannanshire remain there in SIMD 2009. S01000865 (Sauchie) moved out of the 15% most deprived whilst S01000860 (also Sauchie) moved in.

OVERALL

· The most deprived datazone on the overall SIMD 2009 in Clackmannanshire is S01000836 with a rank of 92. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Alloa South and East, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Ochil.
· Over a third (34%) of the datazones in Clackmannanshire are in the 30% most deprived datazones in Scotland on the overall SIMD 2009.

· A quarter of Clackmannanshire’s datazones on the overall SIMD are in the 20% most deprived in Scotland.

· Datazones in the 15% most deprived on the overall SIMD 2009 in Scotland are concentrated around Alloa and Tullibody. 
· The 20% most locally deprived datazones in Clackmannanshire are heavily concentrated around Alloa and Tullibody.
· In the rural areas, away from the densely populated areas, these datazones are seen to be in the 61-80% band or 81-100% band of local.

INCOME

· On the income domain in SIMD 2009, 12 (1.2%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Clackmannanshire, compared to 13 (1.3%) in 2006 and 9 (0.9%) in 2004.
· On the income domain in SIMD 2009, 12 (18.8%) of Clackmannanshire’s 64 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 13 (20.3%) in 2006 and 9 (14.1%) in 2004.
· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 income domain in Clackmannanshire is S01000836 with a rank of 46. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Alloa South and East, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Ochil.
· Datazones in the 15% most income deprived in Scotland are concentrated around Alloa, Tillicoultry and Tullibody. Since SIMD 2006, this has remained nearly the same, although two datazones have moved out of the 15% most income deprived, and one has moved in.

EMPLOYMENT

· On the employment domain in SIMD 2009, 12 (1.2%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Clackmannanshire, compared to 16 (1.6%) in 2006 and 13 (1.3%) in 2004.

· On the employment domain in SIMD 2009, 12 (18.8%) of Clackmannanshire’s 64 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 16 (25%) in 2006 and 13 (20.3%) in 2004.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 employment domain in Clackmannanshire is S01000841 with a rank of 188. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Alloa South and East, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Ochil.

· Clackmannanshire has seen a fall from 25% of its datazones in the 15% most employment deprived to 18%.
· Datazones in the 15% most employment deprived in Scotland are concentrated around Alloa and Tullibody. Since SIMD 2006, this has remained largely the same, although a few datazones have moved out of the 15% most employment deprived (see employment deprivation and employment change maps).

HEALTH

· On the health domain in SIMD 2009, 8 (0.8%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Clackmannanshire, compared to 10 (1%) in 2006 and 8 (0.8%) in 2004.

· On the health domain in SIMD 2009, 8 (12.5%) of Clackmannanshire’s 64 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 10 (15.6%) in 2006 and 8 (12.5%) in 2004.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 health domain in Clackmannanshire is S01000836 with a rank of 380. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Alloa South and East, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Ochil.

· Clackmannanshire and 6 other Local Authorities have all seen falls in the number of datazones in the 15% most deprived on the health domain.
· Since SIMD 2004, the distribution of the datazone ranks on this domain has seen a gradual shift towards the least deprived – an improvement, with the median shifting from a rank of 2,397 to 3,210.

EDUCATION

· On the education domain in SIMD 2009, 9 (0.9%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Clackmannanshire, compared to 12 (1.2%) in 2006 and 12 (1.2%) in 2004.

· On the education domain in SIMD 2009, 9 (14.1%) of Clackmannanshire’s 64 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 12 (18.8%) in 2006 and 12 (18.8%) in 2004.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 education domain in Clackmannanshire is S01000841 with a rank of 41. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Alloa South and East, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Ochil.

· Clackmannanshire and one other Local Authority have seen large decreases in the proportion of datazones in the 15% most education deprived, with Clackmannanshire falling by 5%.
· Clackmannanshire and 3 other Local Authorities have relatively high proportions of datazones that have been in the most deprived on the education domain for all three updates to the SIMD suggesting continuing levels of deprivation in these areas.

HOUSING

· Clackmannanshire has no datazones in the 15% most deprived in the housing domain.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 housing domain in Clackmannanshire is S01000870 with a rank of 1728. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Tullibody North and Glenochil, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Ochil.
· On the housing domain, none of the datazones in Clackmannanshire are in the 20% most deprived in Scotland, with over a half of the datazones having a rank of 5,256 or less deprived.

ACCESS

· On the access domain in SIMD 2009, 2 (0.2%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Clackmannanshire, compared to 2 (0.2%) in 2006 and 2 (0.2%) in 2004.

· On the access domain in SIMD 2009, 2 (3.1%) of Clackmannanshire’s 64 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 2 (3.1%) in 2006 and 2 (3.1%) in 2004.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 access domain in Clackmannanshire is S01000896 with a rank of 585. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Dollar and Muckhart, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Ochil.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 public transport sub-domain in Clackmannanshire is S01000842 with a rank of 606. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Clackmannan, Kennet and Forestmill, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Ochil.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 drive time sub-domain in Clackmannanshire is S01000896 with a rank of 484. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Dollar and Muckhart, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Ochil.

CRIME

· On the crime domain in SIMD 2009, 13 (1.3%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Clackmannanshire, compared to 7 (0.7%) in 2006 and 0 (0%) in 2004.

· On the crime domain in SIMD 2009, 13 (20.3%) of Clackmannanshire’s 64 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 7 (10.9%) in 2006 and 0 (0%) in 2004.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 crime domain in Clackmannanshire is S01000837 with a rank of 40. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Alloa South and East, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Ochil.
· Since SIMD 2006, the distribution of the datazone ranks on this domain has seen a gradual shift towards the most deprived – a worsening, with the median shifting from a rank of 2,955 to 2,148.5.

· The number of datazones in the 15% most deprived on the crime domain has risen from 7 to 13 with several of those moving in ranked in the 15-20% most deprived on SIMD 2006.
