East Renfrewshire


NATIONAL SHARE

· In SIMD 2009, 1 (0.3%) of the 325 datazones in the 5% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in East Renfrewshire, compared to 1 (0.3%) in 2006 and 1 (0.3%) in 2004.
· In SIMD 2009, 5 (0.5%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in East Renfrewshire, compared to 3 (0.3%) in 2006 and 5 (0.5%) in 2004.
· All 3 of the datazones from East Renfrewshire in the 15% most deprived on the overall SIMD 2006 remain there in 2009, with 2 new datazones also moving into the 15% most deprived: S01001724 (West Neilston and Uplawmoor) and S01001742 (Auchenback).

LOCAL SHARE
· In SIMD 2009, 1 (0.8%) of East Renfrewshire’s 120 datazones were found in the 5% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 1 (0.8%) in 2006 and 1 (0.8%) in 2004.
· In SIMD 2009, 5 (4.2%) of East Renfrewshire’s 120 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 3 (2.5%) in 2006 and 5 (4.2%) in 2004.
· Of the 6 datazones in the 5% most locally deprived on the overall SIMD 2006, 4 have remained there in 2009, with S01001743 (Auchenback) and S01001778 (Dunterlie, East Arthurlie and Dovecothall) moving out of the 5% most deprived, and S01001742 (Auchenback) and S01001761 (Dunterlie, East Arthurlie and Dovecothall) moving in.
· On a local basis, the 20% most locally deprived datazones within East Renfrewshire are concentrated in Barrhead, Neilston and Newton Mearns.

OVERALL

· The most deprived datazone on the overall SIMD 2009 in East Renfrewshire is S01001783 with a rank of 56. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Dunterlie, East Arthurlie and Dovecothall, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Eastwood.
· East Renfrewshire is the Local Authority with the smallest proportion of its datazones remaining in the 15% most deprived though it only had 5 in the 15% most deprived in SIMD 2004

· 46% of the datazones in East Renfrewshire are concentrated into the least deprived decile, the 10% least deprived datazones in Scotland, and a further 18% are in decile 9, meaning that 63% the datazones in East Renfrewshire are in the 20% least deprived datazones in Scotland. Only 1% are in decile 1, the 10% most deprived, indicating that East Renfrewshire, with a median rank of 5686, is relatively less deprived compared to other Local Authorities.
· 7 datazones in Barrhead are in the 20% most deprived in Scotland, with only one of them in the 1-5% band of deprivation, and the rest in the 11-15% band or the 16-20% band. A further datazone in the 11-15% band can be seen in Neilston.

INCOME

· On the income domain in SIMD 2009, 4 (0.4%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in East Renfrewshire, compared to 5 (0.5%) in 2006 and 7 (0.7%) in 2004.
· On the income domain in SIMD 2009, 4 (3.3%) of East Renfrewshire’s 120 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 5 (4.2%) in 2006 and 7 (5.8%) in 2004.
· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 income domain in East Renfrewshire is S01001783 with a rank of 34. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Dunterlie, East Arthurlie and Dovecothall, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Eastwood.
· Datazones in the 15% most income deprived in Scotland are seen concentrated in Barrhead, with one in Neilston. This has not changed much since SIMD 2006, with only one datazone moving out of the 15% most deprived.

EMPLOYMENT

· On the employment domain in SIMD 2009, 7 (0.7%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in East Renfrewshire, compared to 6 (0.6%) in 2006 and 7 (0.7%) in 2004.

· On the employment domain in SIMD 2009, 7 (5.8%) of East Renfrewshire’s 120 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 6 (5%) in 2006 and 7 (5.8%) in 2004.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 employment domain in East Renfrewshire is S01001783 with a rank of 127. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Dunterlie, East Arthurlie and Dovecothall, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Eastwood.
· East Renfrewshire has only one datazone in the 1-5% band of employment deprivation for Scotland which is found in Crossmill, and two datazones in the 6-10% band, in Auchenback and Neilston. The remaining datazones are in the 11-15% band or 16-20% band of deprivation (see employment deprivation map).
· Since SIMD 2006, only one datazone has moved out of the 15% most employment deprived in Scotland, and another two moved in, all taking place in Barrhead.

HEALTH

· On the health domain in SIMD 2009, 7 (0.7%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in East Renfrewshire, compared to 7 (0.7%) in 2006 and 2 (0.2%) in 2004.

· On the health domain in SIMD 2009, 7 (5.8%) of East Renfrewshire’s 120 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 7 (5.8%) in 2006 and 2 (1.7%) in 2004.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 health domain in East Renfrewshire is S01001783 with a rank of 48. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Dunterlie, East Arthurlie and Dovecothall, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Eastwood.
· The health domain has seen a move in the distribution of its datazone ranks towards the most deprived since SIMD 2006 with the median rank shifting from 5,246.5 to 4,9151.5, and the first quartile shifting from 3,335.5 to 3.258.5 (see box plots).

EDUCATION

· On the education domain in SIMD 2009, 1 (0.1%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in East Renfrewshire, compared to 1 (0.1%) in 2006 and 1 (0.1%) in 2004.

· On the education domain in SIMD 2009, 1 (0.8%) of East Renfrewshire’s 120 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 1 (0.8%) in 2006 and 1 (0.8%) in 2004.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 education domain in East Renfrewshire is S01001783 with a rank of 116. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Dunterlie, East Arthurlie and Dovecothall, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Eastwood.

· East Renfrewshire ranks very well on the education domain, with over three quarters (75%) of its datazone ranks less deprived than 5,177, and the least deprived 25% having ranks between 6,388 and 6,503 (see box plots).


HOUSING

· On the housing domain in SIMD 2009, 4 (0.4%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in East Renfrewshire.
· On the housing domain in SIMD 2009, 4 (3.3%) of East Renfrewshire’s 120 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland.
· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 housing domain in East Renfrewshire is S01001742 with a rank of 585. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Auchenback, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Eastwood.


ACCESS

· On the access domain in SIMD 2009, 3 (0.3%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in East Renfrewshire, compared to 4 (0.4%) in 2006 and 11 (1.1%) in 2004.

· On the access domain in SIMD 2009, 3 (2.5%) of East Renfrewshire’s 120 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 4 (3.3%) in 2006 and 11 (9.2%) in 2004.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 access domain in East Renfrewshire is S01001684 with a rank of 612. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of West Neilston and Uplawmoor, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Eastwood.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 public transport sub-domain in East Renfrewshire is S01001676 with a rank of 595. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Mearnskirk and South Kirkhill, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Eastwood.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 drive time sub-domain in East Renfrewshire is S01001684 with a rank of 563. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of West Neilston and Uplawmoor, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Eastwood.
· The access domain has seen a move in the distribution of its datazone ranks towards the least deprived since SIMD 2006 with the median rank shifting from 3,860 to 4,090, and the first quartile shifting from 2,554.5 to 2,723 ) (see box plots).

CRIME

· On the crime domain in SIMD 2009, 5 (0.5%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in East Renfrewshire, compared to 5 (0.5%) in 2006.

· On the crime domain in SIMD 2009, 5 (4.2%) of East Renfrewshire’s 120 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 5 (4.2%) in 2006.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 crime domain in East Renfrewshire is S01001770 with a rank of 498. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Dunterlie, East Arthurlie and Dovecothall, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Eastwood.
· Over three quarters (75%) of the datazones on the SIMD crime domain rank less than the overall SIMD 2009 median rank, indicating that SIMD crime may be an issue in East Renfrewshire. However, this domain has seen an improvement in the distribution of its datazone ranks since SIMD 2006 with the median rank shifting from 4,339 to 4,819, and the first quartile shifting from 2,907 to 3,309.5 (see box plots).
