Edinburgh


NATIONAL SHARE

· In SIMD 2009, 22 (6.8%) of the 325 datazones in the 5% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Edinburgh, City of, compared to 27 (8.3%) in 2006 and 25 (7.7%) in 2004. This gives Edinburgh the second highest proportion in SIMD 2009 although this Local Authority has seen a fall since SIMD 2006. This shows that even in areas with the highest concentrations of deprivation there has been movement, some of which is due to demolition and new build.
· In SIMD 2009, 60 (6.1%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Edinburgh, City of, compared to 63 (6.5%) in 2006 and 61 (6.3%) in 2004. Edinburgh has the third largest national share of the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland for SIMD 2009.
· The datazones which are in Scotland’s 15% most deprived on the overall SIMD 2009 are the same or near to datazones which are in the 15% most income or employment deprived.

LOCAL SHARE
· In SIMD 2009, 22 (4%) of Edinburgh, City of’s 549 datazones were found in the 5% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 27 (4.9%) in 2006 and 25 (4.6%) in 2004.
· In SIMD 2009, 60 (10.9%) of Edinburgh, City of’s 549 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 63 (11.5%) in 2006 and 61 (11.1%) in 2004.
· On a local basis, the 20% least deprived datazones within Edinburgh are seen to be largely in the South side of Edinburgh and the North West of Edinburgh.

OVERALL

· The most deprived datazone on the overall SIMD 2009 in Edinburgh, City of is S01001935 with a rank of 31. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Niddrie, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Edinburgh East and Musselburgh.
· Over the three updates of the SIMD, Edinburgh has seen very little change in the distribution of its datazone ranks. Nearly one third (32%) are in decile 10, the 10% least deprived datazones. The remainder of the datazone ranks are spread fairly evenly between the other deciles.

· The 25% least deprived datazones in Edinburgh take ranks of 6,094 or less deprived.

· Datazones in Scotland’s 20% most deprived on the overall SIMD 2009 are generally found on the outskirts of Edinburgh in areas like Craigentinny, Craigmillar, Gilermerton, Gracemount, Granton, Leith, Muirhouse, Sighthill and Wester Hailes. Granton, Leith, Muirhouse and Sighthill have seen datazones move out of the 15% most deprived, with other datazones in Gilermerton, Gracemount and Leith moving in. 

INCOME

· On the income domain in SIMD 2009, 60 (6.1%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Edinburgh, City of, compared to 66 (6.8%) in 2006 and 67 (6.9%) in 2004.
· On the income domain in SIMD 2009, 60 (10.9%) of Edinburgh, City of’s 549 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 66 (12%) in 2006 and 67 (12.2%) in 2004.
· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 income domain in Edinburgh, City of is S01001935 with a rank of 53. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Niddrie, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Edinburgh East and Musselburgh.
· Edinburgh has the joint third highest level of income deprivation in terms of national share of the 15% most income deprived datazones. However, there has been a big reduction since SIMD 2006 in the number of datazones in the 15% most income deprived, with 8 datazones moving out of the 15% most deprived, and two moving in.

EMPLOYMENT

· On the employment domain in SIMD 2009, 54 (5.5%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Edinburgh compared to 57 (5.8%) in 2006 and 49 (5%) in 2004.

· On the employment domain in SIMD 2009, 54 (9.8%) of Edinburghs 549 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 57 (10.4%) in 2006 and 49 (8.9%) in 2004.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 employment domain in Edinburgh is S01002211 with a rank of 21. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Restalrig and Lochend, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Edinburgh East and Musselburgh.
· Datazones in Scotland’s 20% most employment deprived are generally grouped together in various areas on the outskirts of Edinburgh. Craigentinny and Wester Hailes are the two areas in Edinburgh with the highest proportions of datazones in the 1-5% band of employment deprivation (see SIMD deprivation map).

HEALTH

· On the health domain in SIMD 2009, 54 (5.5%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Edinburgh, compared to 59 (6%) in 2006 and 66 (6.8%) in 2004.

· On the health domain in SIMD 2009, 54 (9.8%) of Edinburghs 549 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 59 (10.7%) in 2006 and 66 (12%) in 2004.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 health domain in Edinburgh is S01001906 with a rank of 7. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Greendykes and Niddrie Mains, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Edinburgh East and Musselburgh.


EDUCATION

· On the education domain in SIMD 2009, 74 (7.6%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Edinburgh compared to 86 (8.8%) in 2006 and 85 (8.7%) in 2004.

· On the education domain in SIMD 2009, 74 (13.5%) of Edinburghs 549 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 86 (15.7%) in 2006 and 85 (15.5%) in 2004.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 education domain in Edinburgh is S01002282 with a rank of 5. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Muirhouse, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Edinburgh West.

· Edinburgh has relatively high proportions of datazones that have been in the most deprived on the education domain for all three updates to the SIMD suggesting continuing levels of deprivation in this Local Authority.

HOUSING

· On the housing domain in SIMD 2009, 177 (18.1%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Edinburgh.
· On the housing domain in SIMD 2009, 177 (32.2%) of Edinburghs 549 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland.
· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 housing domain in Edinburgh is S01002058 with a rank of 12. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Dalry and Fountainbridge, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Edinburgh Central.
· Three quarters (75%) of datazones on the housing domain have a rank less than the overall SIMD 2009 median (see box plots).

ACCESS

· On the access domain in SIMD 2009, 3 (0.3%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Edinburgh compared to 2 (0.2%) in 2006 and 12 (1.2%) in 2004.

· On the access domain in SIMD 2009, 3 (0.5%) of Edinburghs 549 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 2 (0.4%) in 2006 and 12 (2.2%) in 2004.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 access domain in Edinburgh is S01002022 with a rank of 828. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Kirkliston, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Edinburgh West.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 public transport sub-domain in Edinburgh is S01001791 with a rank of 839. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Balerno, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Edinburgh Pentlands.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 drive time sub-domain in Edinburgh is S01002022 with a rank of 914. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Kirkliston, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Edinburgh West.

· Edinburgh shows almost no signs of access deprivation in SIMD 2009. Nearly none of its datazones are in the 15% most access deprived for Scotland.

CRIME

· On the crime domain in SIMD 2009, 100 (10.2%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Edinburgh compared to 77 (7.9%) in 2006.

· On the crime domain in SIMD 2009, 100 (18.2%) of Edinburghs 549 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 77 (14%) in 2006.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 crime domain in Edinburgh is S01002131 with a rank of 3. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Old Town and Leith Street, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Edinburgh Central.

· Edinburgh City Local Authority has the second largest share of datazones in the 15% most deprived in the SIMD 2009 crime domain at 10%

· Edinburgh (10%, 100 datazones) contributes the second highest number of deprived datazones in terms of SIMD crime.

· Three quarters (75%) of datazones on the SIMD crime domain have a rank less than the overall SIMD 2009 median. This domain has worsened since 2006, with the middle 50% of datazones shifting towards the most deprived by around 300 ranks and the median shifting towards the most deprived by 400 ranks (see box plots).
