Fife


NATIONAL SHARE

· In SIMD 2009, 8 (2.5%) of the 325 datazones in the 5% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Fife, compared to 5 (1.5%) in 2006 and 1 (0.3%) in 2004.
· In SIMD 2009, 51 (5.2%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Fife, compared to 47 (4.8%) in 2006 and 34 (3.5%) in 2004. 
· The 5 datazones that were in the 5% most deprived in SIMD 2006 have remained there in SIMD 2009, although 3 new datazones have also joined them: S01002655 (Dunfermline Abbeyview North), S01002765 (Kirkcaldy, Gallatown and Sinclairtown) and S01002856 (Methil East).

LOCAL SHARE
· In SIMD 2009, 8 (1.8%) of Fife’s 453 datazones were found in the 5% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 5 (1.1%) in 2006 and 1 (0.2%) in 2004.
· In SIMD 2009, 51 (11.3%) of Fife’s 453 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 47 (10.4%) in 2006 and 34 (7.5%) in 2004.

OVERALL

· The most deprived datazone on the overall SIMD 2009 in Fife is S01002779 with a rank of 149. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Kirkcaldy Gallatown and Sinclairtown, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Kirkcaldy.
· Had increasing numbers of datazones in the 5%, 10%, 15% most deprived, making it relatively worse off between 2004 and 2009.
· In Fife, all the datazones moving in were in vigintile 4 on SIMD 2006 and in vigintile 4 or 5 on SIMD 2004, so over the 3 SIMDs have remained at the most deprived end.  Seven of these datazones saw a worsening in at least three of the income, employment, health and education domains, showing higher levels of deprivation than in the previous update to the SIMD.

· Datazones in Fife are equally distributed among the most to the least deprived in terms of SIMD 2009 rankings, with fewer datazones in decile 1, the 10% most deprived, though the number in the most deprived decile has been increasing with each update to the SIMD.

· Many of the datazones in the 15% most deprived for SIMD 2006 remain so in SIMD 2009. Glenrothes has seen 4 of its datazones moving into the 15% most deprived which now gives it a very noticeable concentration of deprivation. Ballingry, Dunfermline, Kirkcaldy, Lochgelly and Methil are areas which continue to have concentrations of deprivation.

INCOME

· On the income domain in SIMD 2009, 51 (5.2%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Fife, compared to 49 (5%) in 2006 and 43 (4.4%) in 2004.
· On the income domain in SIMD 2009, 51 (11.3%) of Fife’s 453 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 49 (10.8%) in 2006 and 43 (9.5%) in 2004.
· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 income domain in Fife is S01002779 with a rank of 59. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Kirkcaldy Gallatown and Sinclairtown, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Kirkcaldy.
· The biggest concentrations of datazones in the 20% most income deprived are seen in Kirkcaldy and Methil. In particular, Methil has 5 neighbouring datazones which are in the 5% most income deprived for Scotland. In various other areas throughout Fife, there are smaller concentrations of income deprivation, many of which are in the 11-15% or 16-20% band of income deprivation.

· Since SIMD 2006, 10 datazones have moved out of the 15% most income deprived, with 12 moving in, generally near to existing deprived datazones, emphasising areas of deprivation.

EMPLOYMENT

· On the employment domain in SIMD 2009, 67 (6.9%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Fife, compared to 67 (6.9%) in 2006 and 49 (5%) in 2004.

· On the employment domain in SIMD 2009, 67 (14.8%) of Fife’s 453 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 67 (14.8%) in 2006 and 49 (10.8%) in 2004.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 employment domain in Fife is S01002837 with a rank of 118. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Methil West, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Central Fife.
· Nearly all of Leven, Lochgelly and Methil have datazones in the 20% most employment deprived in Scotland. There are also big concentrations of employment deprivation in Dunfermline, Glenrothes and Kirkcaldy, and smaller concentrations throughout fife. The majority of the datazones in the smaller concentrations are only in the 11-15% or 16-20% band of deprivation (see employment deprivation map)

· The overall picture of the datazones in the 15% most employment deprived remains largely the same as in SIMD 2006, with datazones moving in near to exisiting deprived datazones (see employment change map).

HEALTH

· On the health domain in SIMD 2009, 17 (1.7%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Fife, compared to 14 (1.4%) in 2006 and 15 (1.5%) in 2004.

· On the health domain in SIMD 2009, 17 (3.8%) of Fife’s 453 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 14 (3.1%) in 2006 and 15 (3.3%) in 2004.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 health domain in Fife is S01002914 with a rank of 327. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Glenrothes Cadham and Pitcoudie, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Central Fife.


EDUCATION

· On the education domain in SIMD 2009, 65 (6.7%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Fife, compared to 49 (5%) in 2006 and 48 (4.9%) in 2004.

· On the education domain in SIMD 2009, 65 (14.3%) of Fife’s 453 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 49 (10.8%) in 2006 and 48 (10.6%) in 2004.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 education domain in Fife is S01002755 with a rank of 55. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Kirkcaldy Templehall East, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Kirkcaldy.

· A few Local Authorities including Fife have a smaller proportion of datazones that have been in the 15% most education deprived for the three updates but these are explained by increases in deprived datazones seen in these areas on the education domain of SIMD 2009.


HOUSING

· On the housing domain in SIMD 2009, 5 (0.5%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Fife.
· On the housing domain in SIMD 2009, 5 (1.1%) of Fife’s 453 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland.
· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 housing domain in Fife is S01002995 with a rank of 416. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of St Andrews Central, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of North East Fife.


ACCESS

· On the access domain in SIMD 2009, 54 (5.5%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Fife, compared to 67 (6.9%) in 2006 and 43 (4.4%) in 2004.

· On the access domain in SIMD 2009, 54 (11.9%) of Fife’s 453 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 67 (14.8%) in 2006 and 43 (9.5%) in 2004.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 access domain in Fife is S01002958 with a rank of 233. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Dairsie, Ceres and Dunino, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of North East Fife.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 public transport sub-domain in Fife is S01002958 with a rank of 186. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Dairsie, Ceres and Dunino, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of North East Fife.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 drive time sub-domain in Fife is S01002958 with a rank of 249. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Dairsie, Ceres and Dunino, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of North East Fife.
· Fife has seen a fall in the number of it’s datazones in the 15% most access deprived from 67 datazones to 54, around 12% of Fife’s datazones.  These are spread across the Local Authority area.

CRIME

· On the crime domain in SIMD 2009, 69 (7.1%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Fife, compared to 93 (9.5%) in 2006. This means Fife Local Authority has the fourth largest share of datazones in the 15% most deprived in the SIMD 2009 crime domain.
· On the crime domain in SIMD 2009, 69 (15.2%) of Fife’s 453 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 93 (20.5%) in 2006.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 crime domain in Fife is S01002722 with a rank of 19. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Kirkcaldy Central, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Kirkcaldy.
