Glasgow

NATIONAL SHARE

· In SIMD 2009, 158 (48.6%) of the 325 datazones in the 5% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Glasgow City, compared to 169 (52%) in 2006 and 226 (69.5%) in 2004.
· In SIMD 2009, 302 (30.9%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Glasgow City, compared to 330 (33.8%) in 2006 and 374 (38.3%) in 2004.

LOCAL SHARE
· In SIMD 2009, 158 (22.8%) of Glasgow City’s 694 datazones were found in the 5% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 169 (24.4%) in 2006 and 226 (32.6%) in 2004.
· In SIMD 2009, 302 (43.5%) of Glasgow City’s 694 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 330 (47.6%) in 2006 and 374 (53.9%) in 2004.

OVERALL

· In 2009, Glasgow has fewer datazones in the 15% most deprived and 30% fewer datazones in the 5% most deprived in Scotland since 2004.  So although Glasgow still has the majority of datazones in the 5% most deprived, the distribution has changed slightly to be spread over other local authorities.
· Glasgow had decreasing numbers of datazones in the 5%, 10%, 15% most deprived, making it relatively better off between 2004 and 2009.
· The most deprived datazone in Scotland in the SIMD 2009 is S01003279 in the Parkhead / Barrowfield area in the East of Glasgow.  Whilst this datazone contains a football stadium and it ranks highly on the crime domain as is expected in datazones with high influxes of people at particular times of the day, week or year, this domain carries a relatively low weight and it is the levels of income, employment, health and education deprivation that are driving the rank.

· The most deprived datazone on the overall SIMD 2009 in Glasgow City is S01003279 with a rank of 1. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Parkhead West and Barrowfield, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Glasgow Shettleston.
· The most deprived area in SIMD 2006 in the Ferguslie Park area of Paisley is now ranked 2.  The other datazones in the five most deprived areas are in Keppochhill and Possilpark in North Glasgow.

· Glasgow has seen a fall in the proportion of its datazones in the 15% most deprived from 48% to 44% from 2006.

· Glasgow (43.5%) is the LA’s with the largest proportion of its datazones in the 15% most deprived.

· 31% of the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland are within Glasgow City, this is a fall from 34% in SIMD 2006 and 38% in SIMD 2004.

· The Local Authorities with the largest numbers of the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland are Glasgow City (30.9%) North Lanarkshire (9.1%), City of Edinburgh (6.1%), South Lanarkshire (5.9%) and Dundee City (5.5%) .

· The datazones in the 5% most deprived contain the highest concentration of multiple deprivation.  Glasgow City has 23% of its datazones in the 5% most deprived, followed by Inverclyde with 15.5% and Dundee with 10.1%.

· 49% of the datazones in the most deprived 5% according to SIMD 2009 are in Glasgow City, down from 52% in SIMD 2006.  Edinburgh has the second highest proportion (6.8%) followed by North Lanarkshire (6.5%), though Edinburgh has also seen a fall since SIMD 2006.  This shows that even in areas with the highest concentrations of deprivation there has been movement, some of which is due to demolition and new build.

· One datazone S01003031 in the Glenwood South area of Glasgow contained a number of tower blocks which have been demolished and will be replaced with new housing.  This datazone has zero population in 2006 and 2007.  As some indicators use data over a number of years, some data exists for this datazone and has been used to allocate a rank for it.  This datazone was in the fifth decile in SIMD 2006 and is in the sixth decile for SIMD 2009.

· Whilst the highest concentrations of the 15% most deprived areas are in Glasgow, the Local Authority has seen a fall in the number and proportion of its datazones that are in the 15% most deprived on the overall SIMD from 34% to 31% of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived in Scotland (the national share).  This represents a fall from 48% to 44% of the datazones in Glasgow appearing in the 15% most deprived, the local share.

· Of the 36 datazones in Glasgow moving out of the 15% most deprived, all but five have seen an improvement in rank on the income domain, all but two have seen an improvement in rank on the employment domain.  31 of the datazones have seen an improvement in health rank and 26 have seen an improvement in the education domain.

· Of the Glasgow datazones moving out of the 15% most deprived 61% have seen a reduction in income deprivation since SIMD 2006, despite the addition of tax credit data to include low income in work families.  All except one of the 36 datazones has seen a decrease in the proportion of people employment deprived.  The one datazone that hasn’t seen a decrease still has the same proportion as in SIMD 2006.  This shows improvement relative to the rest of Scotland.


INCOME

· On the income domain in SIMD 2009, 324 (33.2%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Glasgow City, compared to 331 (33.9%) in 2006 and 342 (35%) in 2004.
· On the income domain in SIMD 2009, 324 (46.7%) of Glasgow City’s 694 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 331 (47.7%) in 2006 and 342 (49.3%) in 2004.
· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 income domain in Glasgow City is S01003253 with a rank of 2. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Parkhead West and Barrowfield, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Glasgow Shettleston.
· The largest concentration of income deprivation is in Glasgow with 33% of the 15% most deprived datazones, this was a fall from 34% in 2006.

· In Glasgow, the proportion of income and employment deprived individuals who live in the 15% most deprived datazones is very similar where as in other areas the difference is more marked.  

· 39% of the people living in the datazones in the 15% most deprived are income deprived.
· The largest concentrations of income deprivation are in Glasgow for both 2006 (34%) and 2009 (33%).  

· As might be expected Glasgow has the largest share with 19% of the total number of income deprived people in the country.

EMPLOYMENT

· On the employment domain in SIMD 2009, 289 (29.6%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Glasgow City, compared to 310 (31.8%) in 2006 and 355 (36.4%) in 2004.

· On the employment domain in SIMD 2009, 289 (41.6%) of Glasgow City’s 694 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 310 (44.7%) in 2006 and 355 (51.2%) in 2004.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 employment domain in Glasgow City is S01003253 with a rank of 1. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Parkhead West and Barrowfield, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Glasgow Shettleston.

· Glasgow City has the highest proportion of its working age population experiencing employment deprivation at 17%.  Of these, almost two thirds live in the 15% most deprived datazones on the overall SIMD.
· Glasgow City has the highest proportion (37%) of its datazones remaining in the 15% most deprived across the three SIMDs, showing concentrations of employment deprivation changing little since SIMD 2004.

· Glasgow lost the most at 38 datazones out of the 15% most employment deprived.  
· In Glasgow, the proportion of income and employment deprived individuals who live in the 15% most deprived datazones is very similar where as in other areas the difference is more marked.  

· 28% of the people living in the datazones in the 15% most deprived are employment deprived. This figure has fallen since SIMD 2006 which reflects the fall seen across Scotland.  This shows a reduction in the concentrations of employment deprivation, though levels will have changed in recent months.  Further analysis of the impact of the economic downturn on the SIMD is available in an annex to the technical report available on the website.  The percentage of income deprived individuals has increased across Scotland due to the inclusion of tax credit data in SIMD 2009.
· Glasgow City has the highest proportion of employment deprived people with 18% of its working age people in this category (70,435 employment deprived of 401,798 working age people).
· Almost half of the datazones in Glasgow are in the 15% most deprived in the employment domain, with a slight decrease in SIMD 2009.
· Glasgow City still has the highest proportion of datazones in the 15% most deprived in the employment domain at 42% in 2009.  The most employment deprived datazone in Scotland is in the Barrowfield area  in the East of Glasgow City.
· Glasgow saw 21 of its datazones moving out of the 15% most deprived on the employment domain.
· Glasgow City has the highest proportion (37%) of its datazones remaining in the 15% most employment deprived across the three SIMDs (see Chart 4.3).  These are similar patterns to those for the overall SIMD.

· Glasgow has seen a drop of over 18% in employment deprivation from 2004 to 2009.

HEALTH

· On the health domain in SIMD 2009, 321 (32.9%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Glasgow City, compared to 340 (34.8%) in 2006 and 394 (40.4%) in 2004.

· On the health domain in SIMD 2009, 321 (46.3%) of Glasgow City’s 694 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 340 (49%) in 2006 and 394 (56.8%) in 2004.
· Glasgow has seen a fall in the percentage of its datazones in the 15% most deprived on the health domain from 49% to 46%.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 health domain in Glasgow City is S01003582 with a rank of 3. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Possil Park, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Glasgow Maryhill.


EDUCATION

· On the education domain in SIMD 2009, 276 (28.3%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Glasgow City, compared to 305 (31.3%) in 2006 and 339 (34.7%) in 2004.

· On the education domain in SIMD 2009, 276 (39.8%) of Glasgow City’s 694 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 305 (43.9%) in 2006 and 339 (48.8%) in 2004.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 education domain in Glasgow City is S01003319 with a rank of 1. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Craigton, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Glasgow Govan.

· Almost half of the datazones in Glasgow City are in the 15% most deprived on the Health domain, although this proportion has fallen since SIMD 2006.  
· Glasgow, Stirling, South Lanarkshire, Clackmannanshire, Dundee and Eilean Siar have all seen falls in the number of datazones in the 15% most deprived on the health domain.
· Glasgow has the highest proportion (40%) of its datazones in the 15% most deprived on the Education domain – a small fall since SIMD 2006.

· 36% of the datazones in Glasgow have appeared in the 15% most education deprived on the three updates to the SIMD.

· 40% of Glasgow’s datazones are in the 15% most deprived in the education domain of the SIMD 2009.  This is a fall from 44% in SIMD 2006.  
· 40% of the datazones in Glasgow City  are in the 15% most deprived on the SIMD 2009 education domain, with 36% of the datazones in Glasgow having been in the most deprived on all three updates to the SIMD.

HOUSING

· On the housing domain in SIMD 2009, 495 (50.7%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Glasgow City.

· On the housing domain in SIMD 2009, 495 (71.3%) of Glasgow City’s 694 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 housing domain in Glasgow City is S01003404 with a rank of 1. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Cranhill, Lightburn and Queenslie South, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Glasgow Baillieston.

ACCESS

· On the access domain in SIMD 2009, none of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Glasgow City, compared to 1 (0.1%) in 2006 and 8 (0.8%) in 2004.

· On the access domain in SIMD 2009, none of the 694 datazones in Glasgow were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 1 (0.1%) in 2006 and 8 (1.2%) in 2004.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 access domain in Glasgow City is S01003699 with a rank of 1106. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Summerston Central and West, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Glasgow Maryhill.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 public transport sub-domain in Glasgow City is S01003025 with a rank of 796. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Carmunnock South, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Glasgow Cathcart.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 drive time sub-domain in Glasgow City is S01003193 with a rank of 1194. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Baillieston East, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Glasgow Baillieston.

· Glasgow shows almost no signs of access deprivation in SIMD 2009.


CRIME

· On the crime domain in SIMD 2009, 179 (18.3%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Glasgow City, compared to 213 (21.8%) in 2006.

· On the crime domain in SIMD 2009, 179 (25.8%) of Glasgow City’s 694 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 213 (30.7%) in 2006.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 crime domain in Glasgow City is S01003410 with a rank of 1. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of City Centre West, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Glasgow Kelvin.

· Glasgow City Local Authority has the largest share of datazones in the 15% most deprived in the SIMD 2009 crime domain at 18%. 

· Glasgow contains the highest national share of SIMD Crime at 18% (179 datazones) however, this has fallen from 22% (213 datazones) in SIMD 2006 and is a local share of 26%.
