North Lanarkshire


NATIONAL SHARE

· In SIMD 2009, 21 (6.5%) of the 325 datazones in the 5% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in North Lanarkshire, compared to 17 (5.2%) in 2006 and 9 (2.8%) in 2004.
· In SIMD 2009, 89 (9.1%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in North Lanarkshire, compared to 84 (8.6%) in 2006 and 103 (10.6%) in 2004.

LOCAL SHARE
· In SIMD 2009, 21 (5%) of North Lanarkshire’s 418 datazones were found in the 5% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 17 (4.1%) in 2006 and 9 (2.2%) in 2004.
· In SIMD 2009, 89 (21.3%) of North Lanarkshire’s 418 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 84 (20.1%) in 2006 and 103 (24.6%) in 2004.

OVERALL

· The most deprived datazone on the overall SIMD 2009 in North Lanarkshire is S01004533 with a rank of 14. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Overtown, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Motherwell and Wishaw.
· The Local Authorities with the largest numbers of the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland are Glasgow City (30.9%) North Lanarkshire (9.1%), City of Edinburgh (6.1%), South Lanarkshire (5.9%) and Dundee City (5.5%) .

· 49% of the datazones in the most deprived 5% according to SIMD 2009 are in Glasgow City, down from 52% in SIMD 2006.  Edinburgh has the second highest proportion (6.8%) followed by North Lanarkshire (6.5%), though Edinburgh has also seen a fall since SIMD 2006.  This shows that even in areas with the highest concentrations of deprivation there has been movement, some of which is due to demolition and new build.

· North Lanarkshire has seen a small increase in the number of datazones in the 15% most deprived meaning it now has 9% of the most 15% deprived datazones in Scotland.  This is 21% of the datazones in the Local Authority.

· North Lanarkshire has the second highest national share of the 15% most deprived data zones at 9.1%.

· North Lanarkshire saw large numbers of datazones moving into the 15% most deprived.  

INCOME

· On the income domain in SIMD 2009, 81 (8.3%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in North Lanarkshire, compared to 70 (7.2%) in 2006 and 85 (8.7%) in 2004.
· On the income domain in SIMD 2009, 81 (19.4%) of North Lanarkshire’s 418 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 70 (16.7%) in 2006 and 85 (20.3%) in 2004.
· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 income domain in North Lanarkshire is S01004569 with a rank of 11. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Craigneuk Wishaw, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Motherwell and Wishaw.
· The second largest share of the 15% most income deprived is in North Lanarkshire (8%) – a small increase on 2006.
· Following the same pattern that is evident in the datazone distribution North Lanarkshire has the second biggest share with 8% of the total number of income deprived people.

EMPLOYMENT

· On the employment domain in SIMD 2009, 91 (9.3%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in North Lanarkshire, compared to 80 (8.2%) in 2006 and 105 (10.8%) in 2004.

· On the employment domain in SIMD 2009, 91 (21.8%) of North Lanarkshire’s 418 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 80 (19.1%) in 2006 and 105 (25.1%) in 2004.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 employment domain in North Lanarkshire is S01004775 with a rank of 7. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Cliftonville South, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Coatbridge and Chryston.

· The largest concentrations of datazones in the most deprived 10% are in Airdrie, Coatbridge, Motherwell and Wishaw, though datazones in the 15% most deprived are spread across the Local Authority.

· North Lanarkshire gained the most datazones into the 15% most employment deprived at 22 new datazones.

· In North Lanarkshire, 8 of the 11 datazones which moved into the 15% most deprived overall saw a reduction in rank on the employment domain and 7 on the income domain.  Eight of the 11 datazones got worse on at least four of the six domains that have changed since SIMD 2006.  Four datazones saw an increase in the levels of employment deprivation.  As levels of employment deprivation across Scotland improved between SIMD 2006 and SIMD 2009, these areas will have got relatively worse.

HEALTH

· On the health domain in SIMD 2009, 96 (9.8%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in North Lanarkshire, compared to 96 (9.8%) in 2006 and 76 (7.8%) in 2004.

· On the health domain in SIMD 2009, 96 (23%) of North Lanarkshire’s 418 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 96 (23%) in 2006 and 76 (18.2%) in 2004.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 health domain in North Lanarkshire is S01004738 with a rank of 23. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Dundyvan, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Coatbridge and Chryston.


EDUCATION

· On the education domain in SIMD 2009, 100 (10.2%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in North Lanarkshire, compared to 89 (9.1%) in 2006 and 98 (10%) in 2004.

· On the education domain in SIMD 2009, 100 (23.9%) of North Lanarkshire’s 418 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 89 (21.3%) in 2006 and 98 (23.4%) in 2004.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 education domain in North Lanarkshire is S01004569 with a rank of 14. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Craigneuk Wishaw, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Motherwell and Wishaw.


HOUSING

· On the housing domain in SIMD 2009, 30 (3.1%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in North Lanarkshire.

· On the housing domain in SIMD 2009, 30 (7.2%) of North Lanarkshire’s 418 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 housing domain in North Lanarkshire is S01004829 with a rank of 575. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Caldercruix and Plains, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Airdrie and Shotts.


ACCESS

· On the access domain in SIMD 2009, 24 (2.5%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in North Lanarkshire, compared to 36 (3.7%) in 2006 and 19 (1.9%) in 2004.

· On the access domain in SIMD 2009, 24 (5.7%) of North Lanarkshire’s 418 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 36 (8.6%) in 2006 and 19 (4.5%) in 2004.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 access domain in North Lanarkshire is S01004846 with a rank of 550. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Glenmavis and Greengairs, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Airdrie and Shotts.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 public transport sub-domain in North Lanarkshire is S01004856 with a rank of 412. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Gartcosh and Marnock, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Coatbridge and Chryston.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 drive time sub-domain in North Lanarkshire is S01004846 with a rank of 511. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Glenmavis and Greengairs, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Airdrie and Shotts.


CRIME

· On the crime domain in SIMD 2009, 80 (8.2%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in North Lanarkshire, compared to 58 (5.9%) in 2006.

· On the crime domain in SIMD 2009, 80 (19.1%) of North Lanarkshire’s 418 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 58 (13.9%) in 2006.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 crime domain in North Lanarkshire is S01004893 with a rank of 33. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Cumbernauld Central, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Cumbernauld and Kilsyth.

· North Lanarkshire Local Authority has the third largest share of datazones in the 15% most deprived in the SIMD 2009 crime domain at 8%. 

· Edinburgh (10%, 100 datazones), North Lanarkshire (8%, 80 datazones), Fife (7%, 69 datazones) and Aberdeen (6%, 56 datazones) contribute the next highest (after Glasgow) number of deprived datazones in terms of SIMD crime.
