Scottish Borders


NATIONAL SHARE

· In SIMD 2009, none of the 325 datazones in the 5% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Scottish Borders, compared to 1 (0.3%) in 2006 and 0 (0%) in 2004.
· In SIMD 2009, 5 (0.5%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Scottish Borders, compared to 3 (0.3%) in 2006 and 2 (0.2%) in 2004.

LOCAL SHARE
· In SIMD 2009, none of Scottish Borders’ 130 datazones were found in the 5% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 1 (0.8%) in 2006 and 0 (0%) in 2004.
· In SIMD 2009, 5 (3.8%) of Scottish Borders’ 130 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 3 (2.3%) in 2006 and 2 (1.5%) in 2004.

OVERALL

· The most deprived datazone on the overall SIMD 2009 in Scottish Borders is S01005425 with a rank of 372. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Langlee, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Tweeddale, Ettrick and Lauderdale.
· 21% of the people living in the datazones in the 15% most deprived are also in the 15% most employment deprived. This figure has fallen since SIMD 2006 which reflects the fall seen across Scotland.  This shows a reduction in the concentrations of employment deprivation, though levels will have changed in recent months.  
· Generally, the spreads of SIMD ranks in the Scottish Borders across all the domains are rather similar.  On the overall SIMD, the 25% most deprived datazones in the local authority are ranked around 3,000 or less.  In the access domain, 50% of datazones are ranked less than 3,000.
· Hawick contains 2 datazones that were in the 15% most deprived in SIMD 2006 plus one new one.  Langlee/Galashiels contains one datazone that was in the 15% most deprived in SIMD 2006 plus one new one.

INCOME

· On the income domain in SIMD 2009, 5 (0.5%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Scottish Borders, compared to 4 (0.4%) in 2006 and 3 (0.3%) in 2004.
· On the income domain in SIMD 2009, 5 (3.8%) of Scottish Borders’s 130 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 4 (3.1%) in 2006 and 3 (2.3%) in 2004.
· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 income domain in Scottish Borders is S01005382 with a rank of 413. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Burnfoot and area, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Roxburgh and Berwickshire.

· Three of the datazones in the 15% most income deprived are in Hawick with the other two in Langlee/Galashiels.  There are also two datazones - one in Hawick and one in Selkirk that are in the 15-20% most deprived.


EMPLOYMENT

· On the employment domain in SIMD 2009, 2 (0.2%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Scottish Borders, this is the same number as in SIMD 2004 and SIMD 2006.

· On the employment domain in SIMD 2009, 2 (1.5%) of Scottish Borders’s 130 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, this is the same number as in SIMD 2004 and SIMD 2006.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 employment domain in Scottish Borders is S01005425 with a rank of 433. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Langlee, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Tweeddale, Ettrick and Lauderdale.

· Scottish Borders has one datazone in the 10% most employment deprived (in Langlee) and one in the 10-15% most employment deprived (in Hawick).  Both have remained in since SIMD 2006.  There are also two datazones in the 15-20% most deprived also in Hawick.


HEALTH

· On the health domain in SIMD 2009, 6 (0.6%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Scottish Borders, compared to 4 (0.4%) in 2006 and 1 (0.1%) in 2004.

· On the health domain in SIMD 2009, 6 (4.6%) of Scottish Borders’s 130 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 4 (3.1%) in 2006 and 1 (0.8%) in 2004.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 health domain in Scottish Borders is S01005425 with a rank of 146. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Langlee, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Tweeddale, Ettrick and Lauderdale.

· The map of the health domain shows concentrations of health deprivation in the 10% most deprived in the Galashiels and Langlee area and around Hawick, with smaller areas of less concentrated deprivation in other towns.  (See LA page)

EDUCATION

· On the education domain in SIMD 2009, 5 (0.5%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Scottish Borders, compared to 4 (0.4%) in 2006 and 1 (0.1%) in 2004.

· On the education domain in SIMD 2009, 5 (3.8%) of Scottish Borders’s 130 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 4 (3.1%) in 2006 and 1 (0.8%) in 2004.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 education domain in Scottish Borders is S01005382 with a rank of 150. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Burnfoot and area, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Roxburgh and Berwickshire.

· The box plot chart (in the charts and maps sheet) shows that all of the domains except access are relatively similar in spread, though education has fallen slightly over the three versions of the index.


HOUSING

· There are no datazones in the Scottish Borders in the 15% most deprived on the housing domain.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 housing domain in Scottish Borders is S01005439 with a rank of 1014. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Innerleithen and Walkerburn area, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Tweeddale, Ettrick and Lauderdale.


ACCESS

· On the access domain in SIMD 2009, 37 (3.8%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Scottish Borders, compared to 40 (4.1%) in 2006 and 45 (4.6%) in 2004.

· On the access domain in SIMD 2009, 37 (28.5%) of Scottish Borders’s 130 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 40 (30.8%) in 2006 and 45 (34.6%) in 2004.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 access domain in Scottish Borders is S01005475 with a rank of 38. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Berwickshire West, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Roxburgh and Berwickshire.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 public transport sub-domain in Scottish Borders is S01005475 with a rank of 5. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Berwickshire West, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Roxburgh and Berwickshire.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 drive time sub-domain in Scottish Borders is S01005363 with a rank of 61. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Newcastleton and Teviot area, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Roxburgh and Berwickshire.


CRIME

· On the crime domain in SIMD 2009, 11 (1.1%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in Scottish Borders, compared to 12 (1.2%) in 2006.

· On the crime domain in SIMD 2009, 11 (8.5%) of Scottish Borders’s 130 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 12 (9.2%) in 2006.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 crime domain in Scottish Borders is S01005429 with a rank of 103. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Galashiels West, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Tweeddale, Ettrick and Lauderdale.
