South Ayrshire


NATIONAL SHARE

· In SIMD 2009, 6 (1.8%) of the 325 datazones in the 5% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in South Ayrshire, compared to 5 (1.5%) in 2006 and 1 (0.3%) in 2004.
· In SIMD 2009, 18 (1.8%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in South Ayrshire, compared to 13 (1.3%) in 2006 and 13 (1.3%) in 2004.

LOCAL SHARE
· In SIMD 2009, 6 (4.1%) of South Ayrshire’s 147 datazones were found in the 5% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 5 (3.4%) in 2006 and 1 (0.7%) in 2004.
· In SIMD 2009, 18 (12.2%) of South Ayrshire’s 147 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 13 (8.8%) in 2006 and 13 (8.8%) in 2004.

OVERALL

· The most deprived datazone on the overall SIMD 2009 in South Ayrshire is S01005600 with a rank of 59. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Lochside, Braehead and Whitletts, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Ayr.
· Has seen one of the biggest increases in the proportion of datazones within the Local Authority in the 15% most deprived.

· Had increasing numbers of datazones in the 5%, 10%, 15% most deprived, making it relatively worse off between 2004 and 2009.
· Since SIMD 2004, South Ayrshire has seen an increase in the local share of the 10% and 20% most deprived datazones in Scotland, though the overall pattern across the deciles has changed little.
· South Ayrshire has seen an increase in the number of datazones in the 15% most deprived from 13 datazones to 18 since SIMD 2004.  All are in Ayr and Girvan with the majority of the areas moving into the 15% most deprived appearing on the edge of datazones already in the 15% most deprived.
· South Ayrshire has seen a small increase in the percentage of datazones in the 10% most deprived and the 10-20% band between SIMD 2006 and SIMD 2009. 

INCOME

· On the income domain in SIMD 2009, 16 (1.6%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in South Ayrshire, compared to 14 (1.4%) in 2006 and 13 (1.3%) in 2004.
· On the income domain in SIMD 2009, 16 (10.9%) of South Ayrshire’s 147 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 14 (9.5%) in 2006 and 13 (8.8%) in 2004.
· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 income domain in South Ayrshire is S01005600 with a rank of 22. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Lochside, Braehead and Whitletts, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Ayr.
· On the income domain, datazones in the 15% most deprived remain largely the same from SIMD 2006 to SIMD 2009, the Local Authority had 14 in the 15% most deprived on SIMD 2006 and has 16 on SIMD 2009.  Most of the income deprived datazones are in and around Ayr.  The four that moved in were ranked in the 15-20% band. Other deprived areas are in Girvan and Troon.

EMPLOYMENT

· On the employment domain in SIMD 2009, 18 (1.8%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in South Ayrshire, compared to 15 (1.5%) in 2006 and 13 (1.3%) in 2004.

· On the employment domain in SIMD 2009, 18 (12.2%) of South Ayrshire’s 147 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 15 (10.2%) in 2006 and 13 (8.8%) in 2004.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 employment domain in South Ayrshire is S01005590 with a rank of 90. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Ayr North Harbour, Wallacetown and Newton South, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Ayr.

· The most deprived datazones on the employment domain are around Girvan and Ayr, with one in the 10-15% band in Maybole.


HEALTH

· On the health domain in SIMD 2009, 22 (2.3%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in South Ayrshire, compared to 15 (1.5%) in 2006 and 19 (1.9%) in 2004.

· On the health domain in SIMD 2009, 22 (15%) of South Ayrshire’s 147 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 15 (10.2%) in 2006 and 19 (12.9%) in 2004.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 health domain in South Ayrshire is S01005600 with a rank of 55. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Lochside, Braehead and Whitletts, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Ayr.

· Some Local Authorities such as North, South and East Ayrshire and West Lothian have seen large increases in the percentage of their datazones in the 15% most deprived on the health domain. These changes are apparent even when using the old codes for the alcohol and drug indicators so it is not this change driving the increase and shows a relative worsening over time.

EDUCATION

· On the education domain in SIMD 2009, 19 (1.9%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in South Ayrshire, compared to 12 (1.2%) in 2006 and 11 (1.1%) in 2004.

· On the education domain in SIMD 2009, 19 (12.9%) of South Ayrshire’s 147 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 12 (8.2%) in 2006 and 11 (7.5%) in 2004.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 education domain in South Ayrshire is S01005595 with a rank of 19. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Dalmilling and Craigie, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Ayr.

· Increases in numbers of datazones in the 15% most education deprived have been seen in several Local Authorities including South Ayrshire.
· South Ayrshire has seen ranks in the education domain falling across the three versions of the SIMD (see box plot chart in charts and tables spreadsheet)  The median rank is still above that for the overall SIMD though.

HOUSING

· On the housing domain in SIMD 2009, 0 (0%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in South Ayrshire, compared to 0 (0%) in 2006 and 0 (0%) in 2004.

· On the housing domain in SIMD 2009, 0 (0%) of South Ayrshire’s 147 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 0 (0%) in 2006 and 0 (0%) in 2004.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 housing domain in South Ayrshire is S01005604 with a rank of 1158. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Lochside, Braehead and Whitletts, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Ayr.


ACCESS

· On the access domain in SIMD 2009, 18 (1.8%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in South Ayrshire, compared to 18 (1.8%) in 2006 and 25 (2.6%) in 2004.

· On the access domain in SIMD 2009, 18 (12.2%) of South Ayrshire’s 147 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 18 (12.2%) in 2006 and 25 (17%) in 2004.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 access domain in South Ayrshire is S01005524 with a rank of 78. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Carrick South, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Carrick, Cumnock and Doon Valley.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 public transport sub-domain in South Ayrshire is S01005524 with a rank of 27. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Carrick South, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Carrick, Cumnock and Doon Valley.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 drive time sub-domain in South Ayrshire is S01005524 with a rank of 133. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Carrick South, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Carrick, Cumnock and Doon Valley.


CRIME

· On the crime domain in SIMD 2009, 17 (1.7%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in South Ayrshire, compared to 16 (1.6%) in 2006.

· On the crime domain in SIMD 2009, 17 (11.6%) of South Ayrshire’s 147 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 16 (10.9%) in 2006.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 crime domain in South Ayrshire is S01005589 with a rank of 31. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of Ayr South Harbour and Town Centre, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Ayr.
