West Dunbartonshire


NATIONAL SHARE

· In SIMD 2009, 7 (2.2%) of the 325 datazones in the 5% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in West Dunbartonshire, compared to 5 (1.5%) in 2006 and 6 (1.8%) in 2004.
· In SIMD 2009, 31 (3.2%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in West Dunbartonshire, compared to 33 (3.4%) in 2006 and 32 (3.3%) in 2004.

LOCAL SHARE
· In SIMD 2009, 7 (5.9%) of West Dunbartonshire’s 118 datazones were found in the 5% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 5 (4.2%) in 2006 and 6 (5.1%) in 2004.
· In SIMD 2009, 31 (26.3%) of West Dunbartonshire’s 118 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 33 (28%) in 2006 and 32 (27.1%) in 2004.

OVERALL

· The most deprived datazone on the overall SIMD 2009 in West Dunbartonshire is S01006260 with a rank of 17. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of IZ Thirteen, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Dumbarton.
· West Dunbartonshire (26.3%) is one of five Local Authorities with the largest proportion of their datazones in the 15% most deprived.

· The deprived datazones in West Dunbartonshire are concentrated in the South East and the West of the Local Authority.  31 datazones have remained in the 15% most deprived.  Two datazones have moved out since SIMD 2006.
· West Dunbartonshire has seen a slight increase in the number of datazones in the 10% most deprived since SIMD 2006 from 14% to 15% of the datazones in the Local Authority. 

· Datazones in West Dunbartonshire are more concentrated towards the most deprived end of the distribution.  Around half the datazones in West Dunbartonshire are in the 30% most deprived on the overall SIMD with similar patterns showing in the income, employment, health and crime domains.  The 25% most deprived income, employment and crime datazones in the Local Authority fall in the 15% most deprived in Scotland.  

INCOME

· On the income domain in SIMD 2009, 32 (3.3%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in West Dunbartonshire, compared to 36 (3.7%) in 2006 and 33 (3.4%) in 2004.
· On the income domain in SIMD 2009, 32 (27.1%) of West Dunbartonshire’s 118 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 36 (30.5%) in 2006 and 33 (28%) in 2004.
· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 income domain in West Dunbartonshire is S01006260 with a rank of 23. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of IZ Thirteen, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Dumbarton.

· The most income deprived datazones in SIMD 2009, these are concentrated in the South East and the West of the Local Authority area, with those in the South East bordering deprived datazones in other Local Authorities.  The Local Authority has seen a fall from 36 to 32 datazones in the 15% most income deprived between SIMD 2006 and SIMD 2009.


EMPLOYMENT

· On the employment domain in SIMD 2009, 31 (3.2%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in West Dunbartonshire, compared to 29 (3%) in 2006 and 32 (3.3%) in 2004.

· On the employment domain in SIMD 2009, 31 (26.3%) of West Dunbartonshire’s 118 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 29 (24.6%) in 2006 and 32 (27.1%) in 2004.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 employment domain in West Dunbartonshire is S01006177 with a rank of 8. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of IZ One, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Clydebank and Milngavie.

· West Dunbartonshire is one of the five Local Authorities with the highest levels of employment deprivation.  

· The 25% most income and employment deprived datazones in the Local Authority fall in the 15% most deprived in Scotland.  
· West Dunbartonshire has several datazones in the 5, 10, 15 and 20% most deprived in the employment domain of SIMD 2009.  These are concentrated in the South East and the West of the Local Authority area, with those in the South East bordering deprived datazones in other Local Authorities.  

HEALTH

· On the health domain in SIMD 2009, 25 (2.6%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in West Dunbartonshire, compared to 21 (2.2%) in 2006 and 28 (2.9%) in 2004.

· On the health domain in SIMD 2009, 25 (21.2%) of West Dunbartonshire’s 118 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 21 (17.8%) in 2006 and 28 (23.7%) in 2004.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 health domain in West Dunbartonshire is S01006260 with a rank of 46. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of IZ Thirteen, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Dumbarton.


EDUCATION

· On the education domain in SIMD 2009, 18 (1.8%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in West Dunbartonshire, compared to 21 (2.2%) in 2006 and 20 (2%) in 2004.

· On the education domain in SIMD 2009, 18 (15.3%) of West Dunbartonshire’s 118 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 21 (17.8%) in 2006 and 20 (16.9%) in 2004.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 education domain in West Dunbartonshire is S01006189 with a rank of 274. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of IZ Three, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Clydebank and Milngavie.

· West Dunbartonshire has a relatively high proportion (13.6%) of its datazones that have been in the most deprived on the education domain for all three updates to the SIMD suggesting continuing levels of deprivation.


HOUSING

· On the housing domain in SIMD 2009, 15 (1.5%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in West Dunbartonshire, compared to 15 (1.5%) in 2006 and 15 (1.5%) in 2004.

· On the housing domain in SIMD 2009, 15 (12.7%) of West Dunbartonshire’s 118 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 15 (12.7%) in 2006 and 15 (12.7%) in 2004.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 housing domain in West Dunbartonshire is S01006236 with a rank of 447. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of IZ Nine, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Dumbarton.


ACCESS

· On the access domain in SIMD 2009, 4 (0.4%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in West Dunbartonshire, compared to 12 (1.2%) in 2006 and 7 (0.7%) in 2004.

· On the access domain in SIMD 2009, 4 (3.4%) of West Dunbartonshire’s 118 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 12 (10.2%) in 2006 and 7 (5.9%) in 2004.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 access domain in West Dunbartonshire is S01006294 with a rank of 606. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of IZ Eighteen, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Dumbarton.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 public transport sub-domain in West Dunbartonshire is S01006294 with a rank of 467. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of IZ Eighteen, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Dumbarton.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 drive time sub-domain in West Dunbartonshire is S01006294 with a rank of 701. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of IZ Eighteen, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Dumbarton.


CRIME

· On the crime domain in SIMD 2009, 32 (3.3%) of the 976 datazones in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland were found in West Dunbartonshire, compared to 27 (2.8%) in 2006.

· On the crime domain in SIMD 2009, 32 (27.1%) of West Dunbartonshire’s 118 datazones were found in the 15% most deprived datazones in Scotland, compared to 27 (22.9%) in 2006.

· The most deprived datazone on the SIMD 2009 crime domain in West Dunbartonshire is S01006177 with a rank of 28. It can be found in the Intermediate Zone of IZ One, and the Scottish Parliament Constituency of Clydebank and Milngavie.
