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Foreword

The Journal is the central, long-term, authoritative record of what the Parliament has
done. The Minutes of Proceedings, which are produced for each meeting of the
Parliament, do that in an immediate way, while the Journal presents essentially the
same material but has the benefit of hindsight to allow any errors and infelicities of
presentation to be corrected. Unlike the Official Report, which primarily records what
is said, the Minutes of Proceedings, and in the longer term the Journal, provide the
authoritative record of what was done.

The Journal is required under Rule 16.3 of Standing Orders and contains, in addition
to the Minutes of Proceedings themselves, notice of any Bill introduced*, notice of
any instrument or draft instrument or any other document laid before the Parliament;
notice of any report of a committee, and any other matter that the Parliament, on a
motion of the Parliamentary Bureau, considers should be included.

(* The requirement to include notice of Bills introduced was only added to Rule 16.3
in January 2003. However, such notices have in practice been recorded in the Annex
to the Minutes of Proceedings from the outset.)

commitment to placing the patient at the heart of the design of services,
implementing a patient information initiative, ensuring public involvement in
health service reorganisation plans by obliging NHS boards to consult
stakeholders more effectively and setting up a Scottish health council as a
national body with a local presence across Scotland.

Shona Robison moved amendment S2M-154.1 to motion S2M-154—

After “effectively” insert—

“, requiring direct elections for the public to the majority of places on NHS boards,”.

After debate, the amendment was disagreed to ((DT) by division: For 34,
Against 80, Abstentions 0).

1999; further recognises the wealth of experience of staff at the Museum of
Flight in the preservation of aircraft and their years of experience in
welcoming visitors to the museum; further notes that staff at the Museum of
Flight are confident that the practicalities of landing a Concorde aircraft and of
providing enclosed space for display have been investigated and that no
difficulties are anticipated following a brief period of minor works; notes that
the National Museums of Scotland has recently appointed a new General
Manager at the Museum of Flight and that a major programme of
development is planned to position the museum as a world class attraction,
and recommends strongly that support be given to the National Museums of
Scotland in its bid for Concorde for display at the Museum of Flight.

measures is put in place to minimise the damage caused to the industry.

Leave out from “, thereby adversely” to end and insert—

“; and therefore calls on HM Treasury to engage in further discussion with the industry
on the impact of these measures with a view to reaching a satisfactory outcome which
deals with tax fraud and would lead to the decision being reversed, failing which to
ensure that a comprehensive package of compensation measures is put in place to
minimise the impact on the industry.”

After debate, the amendment was agreed to ((DT) by division: For 112,
Against 4, Abstentions 1).

instructions to be given by him in terms of section 24 of said Act.

renewable energy projects; notes the recent growth in applications for wind farm
developments and regrets the absence of clear, concise and coherent guidelines for the
approval of such developments; acknowledges the long-term potential for the
development of renewable energy technologies, including the associated economic
benefits and rural regeneration and export opportunities, and urges the Executive to
ensure that these technologies are supported beyond the research and development
stage to ensure that Scotland can become a world leader in renewable energy
technologies.”

on the costs of wind power generation as against other generation methods; regrets the
current rush to develop onshore wind capacity to the exclusion of other technologies
such as hydro, wave, tidal and biomass, and calls on the Scottish Executive and Her
Majesty’s Government to work together to develop an energy strategy for Scotland
which will include a mix of generating capacity, with components from renewables, gas,
coal and nuclear power.”
