The group will also seek to promote development education in Scotland,
to support Scottish organisations working in international aid and
development programmes and where appropriate facilitate regular visits
to Scotland by representatives of the international humanitarian
agencies while engaging with minority residents in Scotland to
encourage their involvement in the work of the group.

From inequality to extreme poverty, and from climate change to the
most serious displacement crisis since records began — the world is
facing multiple and complex crises. Amid such a situation what is
Scotland’s place in the world and what role can Scotland play in
being a responsible global citizen? The Cross Party Group on
International development aims to reflect, inform and discuss this
fundamental question. It is in the public interest as the group will provide
that vital link between Scottish aid and development agencies and those
individuals working in this area with politicians and each other. Also the
group will help MSPs better understand complex issues which may be
raised with them by constituents.
